Another week of winter type weather across the state and contin-
ued hay feeding. Overall, not much has changed. There continues
to be plenty of hay to be found for the few that are in the market
for hay in the state. Most folks have decent supplies and should
have no issues making it until grass comes and this feeding season
ends. A lot of question about what the next year will bring, as
moisture has been limited this winter. It is questionable how much
fertilizer will be applied to pastures and hay fields, given the record
price levels. Over all moisture conditions in Missouri continue to
be in much better shape than nearly all the rest of the states west of
the Mississippi. The supply of hay is moderate and demand is light
to moderate and prices mostly steady.
